	B. BENNETT – NATURAL RESOURCE ROAD ACT
	
	B. Bennett, MLA, Kootenay East introduced his Constituency Assistant, Jennifer Osmar, to members of Council and requested that Council work collaboratively with his office regarding questions and concerns they may have regarding the Kootenay region.  

Mr. Bennett spoke to Council regarding the Natural Road Resource Act legislation and provided them with a background of the work he has done to date on the project.  He advised the term “resource roads” refers to all roads outside the highway network and totalled approximately 450,000 kilometers of roads.  He advised the Provincial Government is revising the existing legislation regarding resource roads in BC with the intention to better serve the current and future needs of all road users.  He also advised the Province intends to consolidate the legislation into the Natural Resource Road Act which will cover responsibilities regarding construction, maintenance and use of the roads, including public interest as well as the environment.

	INVASIVE PLANT MGMT PRG.
	
	Kevin Patterson, Environmental Services Manager, Regional District of East Kootenay spoke to Council regarding the Invasive Plant Management Program (formerly the Noxious Weed Control Enforcement Service).  Mr. Patterson advised the weed control program was established in 1996 by the RDEK and has been shown to be an effective service.  He advised the core activities of the program will remain as:  education/awareness; enforcement/compliance; coordination and partnership building, and planning, including identifying weed management plans and activities.   
Mr. Patterson reviewed several activities the RDEK has been involved with in 2011 including meeting with City staff to provide increased knowledge and awareness, meeting with weed control contractor, meeting with landowners in the Cobham and Echo Field areas.  He also noted the City has also passed along weed control complaints to the RDEK for compliance/enforcement action.   

Members of Council had several inquiries and comments regarding the proposed bylaw including whether there was new information being provided or clarification from the Regional District’s original correspondence from October 2011.  Mr. Patterson advised there had been no changes to the proposed bylaw since originally presented for consideration.  He noted the City currently pays .002/$1,000 property value and that the bylaw proposed to increase that amount to .008/$1,000 of assessed property value.
